City elections for
Assemblymen and Senators
were held yesterday morning
before Daily Honors.

Nationalists. The Assembly
contains 13 Federalists and 17
Nationalists.

These results provide
create an interesting prospectus
for Carson City Day as the

Federalists control the Senate
and the Nationalists control
the Assembly. Both parties
have declared legislation that is
important to be passed for the
betterment of the parties.
Every city elected
a majority of Nationalists in
the Assembly, except for Bill
Valley who was one of only two

cities that elected a majority of
Nationalists in the Senate.

Every position was
eventually filled, but most
parties reported a difficult time
finding enough candidates
for elections, which could
eventually pose a problem to
both parties and their specific
affiliations.

Election controversy sparks state-wide scandal

As the statewide
elections draw closer,
the campaign process is
beginning to get compli-
cated and heated. Mul-
tiple sources claim that
current Federalist Gover-
nor candidate Josh Burns
of Anderson approached
another current Federal-
ist Governor candidate
Anthony Miller of Martie
and requested 250$NBS

as well as an undisclosed
amount of airtime in re-
turn for Josh dropping out
of the race. Josh Burns
confirmed that this story
is true. According to the
form for Primary Elec-
tion Declaration of Candi-
dacy, a candidate will not
“violate any election law
or any law defining and
prohibiting corrupt and
fraudulent practices in
campaigns and elections.”
Upon asking Secretary
of State McLane Shake-

spear of this issue, it is his
opinion that this practice
should not be legal.
According to
Counselor Kirk Bullock,
this practice is completely
legal by the standards of
Nevada Boys’ State, but
we are posing the question
to you, the delegation, to
decide whether or not for
yourselves whether this
practice is moral and ethi-
cal.

terestingly enough, Josh
published a campaign ad-
vertisement in yesterday’s
Statesmen calling into
question Anthony Miller’s
practices in his pursuit of
money. It explicitly states
“Josh Burns proudly looks
himself in the mirror ev-
ery day and knows he has
done, and will do, every-
thing with good inten-
tion.” We will let you, the
delegation, whether his
words are congruent with
actions.
